from Ann Sprague . . . 
February 1, 2009 
Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
This weekend the readings and the Psalm are about 
hearing God’s word with an open heart. 

Feast Days of the Week: 
 

The Presentation of the Lord - February 2 . . . 
Forty days after the celebration of the birth of Jesus 
we remember his presentation at the temple, where, 
by Jewish law, every first-born male was to be 
consecrated to the Lord.  In coming to the temple to 
meet his faithful people, Jesus encounters the prophet 
Simeon and the prophetess Anna who recognize him 
as the Light of our Salvation, the long awaited Lord. 
 

St. Agatha  (+251) - February 5 . . . 
Agatha was one of the earliest Christian martyrs who 
died during the persecution of Decius.  She was born 
and raised in Sicily from where she fled and took 
refuge in Malta.  She spent her time there in teaching 
the Christian Faith to children.  She later realized that 
she must return to her native land to witness her faith, 
even at the risk of martyrdom.  She was imprisoned 
and tortured to death.  One of her tortures included 
the removal of her breasts and so she is now the 
patron of women with diseases of the breast. 
 

St. Paul Miki and his companions ~ (1597) ~ 
February 6 . . . Paul Miki was a Japanese nobleman 
who was converted to Catholicism by Jesuit 
missionaries.  He became a Jesuit priest, preacher and 
missionary in Japan.  He and his companions, 26 
priests and lay people, were the first large group of 
Christians to die for their faith.  Hideyoshi, the ruler 
who ordered the persecutions, feared the rapid growth 
of Christianity.  He imprisoned Paul and two others 
and later took them to Kyoto where each had a part of 
his left ear cut off and were then paraded around the 
city to be scoffed at by the people.  From there they 
were taken to Nagasaki where they were crucified 
along with the others.  Each of the martyrs who died 
that day gave his own example of heroism.  St. Paul 
Miki preached so effectively during his life and while 
on the cross he encouraged the people to embrace 
Christianity.  He influenced the people just before he 
died by forgiving those who put him to death.  His 
dying words on the cross moved many who heard 
him.  As he died he said, “Into your hands, O Lord, I 
commend my Spirit.”
